THE DEFINITIVE
HISTORY OF THE JAM

JAR INN, KARIBA

The Jam Jar Inn as we know it today

bears no resemblance whatsoever to the

fir& known resting place on the present

site. This overlooks on one side thc

waters of the largest man-made lake in

the world, beautiful Kariba all on "ie
other the awe-inspiring Kariba Gorge,

through which the mighty Zambesi River

roars, now by kind permission of thc

Central African Power Corporation.

Tins homely little pub site, steeped in tliat

unique natural history found only in the

dmk continent of Africa, first came to

notice when Bantu tribesman established

thereon a weapon sharpening pit, ofteii

used as a native beer drinking venue and

the first "lay-by*' known in Africa. The

closure of that era was brought about by

the Portuguese explorer, Vasco da Gama,

when he dispatched an expeditionary

party from Mozambique to the Zambesi

Valley. The "party" was duly held on

the pub site.

Time marched resolutely on until David

Livingstone called in cn route to the

Victoria Falls. He was closely followed

by Stanley on his epic search. They
didn't stay because of the shortage of
"goodies" and Elfy's store hadn't then

opened. Later Baines and Selous popped

in on a hunting/fishing trip. They swiftly

excused themselves when they discovered

the fishing was poor, there being no lake
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at terat time. Incidentally, that is a trait
observed to this day by Visiting Officers
and &Iignitrrrics who invariably cut short
their stay when fishing prospects are bad.

The more modern era witnessed the

arrival of swarms of Italiarrs who at the

behest of the then Central African
Federal Government built a high level

bridge over the Gorge, thus connecting
"re two territories known then as
Southern and Nortlrern Rhodesia. There
was a slight "tadza" however, when the

space beneath the bridge was
I»advertently built up, thus blocking the
river and forming the lake as we now
know it. The River Gods in their wrath

caused flooding to remove the
obstruction. They were later appeased by
the construction of six flood gates to

Irenuit tlrc flow of a few cusecs

downstream.

Bulmorc. Their most popular pastime was

imbibing to excess, thereafter belting the

River Gods on their heads with jam jars,
at that time used as drinking vessels by

the older and im pecunious occupants.

Watching the whole was a friendly spy,

Seaward.

After varrous scroungrngs

generous benefactors, a new drinking hut

was built. Finally, quite aptly, this was

named the Jam Jar Inn.
