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How he came to join the
BSAP

It took place in the early 1930s with
South Africa in the throes of the world
depression. For weeks, a young man had
desperately pounded Joburg's streets unsuc-
cessfully looking for work, nobody rc-
motcly interested in an unqualified but
willing and enthusiastic 20 year-old.

But on a day feeling more than usually
dejected, he arrived at a city office where he
was known and where a friendly elderly
lady clerk offere a much needed cup of tea
whilst introducing him to another young
man who happened to be there.

"Meet Mr Evans,
" she said as the two

shook lrands, "who is off to join the Rhode-
sian Mounted Police".

"Yes," Mr Evans replied, "I've signed
on for three years at 612.10 a month with
free quarters and medical and five months
leave on pay every three year's service. "

This sounded like a fairy tale too good
to be true and our young man requested
morc information,

"Well, one must be a British subject
with reasonable education, of good health
and of a certain mininnun height. I believe
it counts in your favour if you are a good
horseman and can usc a rifle. But as I can' t
ride, I'vc been accepted for the Town Police
foot branch. "

Later, once again back in the streets, the

young man thought, "Even if I've never

known a policeman, why can't I have a
bash at being one now'?" Why not indeed.

He later found the address of Southern
Rhodesia's British South Africa Police and

promptly wrote for an application form

which he duly received and completed after

which no less than seven full months of his

most frustrating life followed with endless

more forin-filling, local medical examina-

tions, interviews with South African Police

to establish good character, suitability, ref-

erences and so forth.
Anyway, at the conclusion of the seven

month wait, he found himself at the Head-

quarters of the British South Africa olice
in Montagu Avenue, Salisbury, being inter-
viewed by the Staff' Officer, Lieut. A. S.
Hickman and later to undergo a very thor-

ough medical by the GMO Surgeon Captain
R.H. Morris. He finally attested in front of
the Depot Cominandant Captain Parr on
17th May 1934 having successfully negoti-
ated for the first time in his life, all the
hurdles of official red tape. Or was it?

"1885? 1S89? 1896? 1897?
or 1898? "

John TURK 4809 was interested to read
the views of Doug GRIERSON; Bill
NEALE and Hugh PHILLIPS with regard
to the date of our Centenary. The Order
mentioned by Bill NEALE is fully de-
scribed on page 181 of Gibbs' First Line Of
Defence. Though made in 1896, it was not
promulgated until 1897, so if they are quick
they can fit in yet another celebration.

It was accepted that the Royal
Canadian Mounted Police vvere, unfortu-
nately, senior to us having been formed in
1873.BUT if you take the current argument
logically, they only became the RCMP in
1920, having taken their precedence from
the North West Mounted Police. John
doubts that Lt.Col. D.A. S. Pennyfather,
Commandant General of the Royal Marines
would be amused to learn that "The Royals"
had got it all wrong and that his regiment*s
celebrations were not due until 2055! Here
in the UK inany Regiments have recently
been amalgamated but they take with then&

their own history. John's own Regiment is a
case in point. It is now known as the
Princess of Wales Royal Regiment, since
amalgamation with the Hampshire's in
1992 However "The Queens" as they are
still known, locally, go back with eleven
changes of name to the Tangier Regiment
of 1661 and are second in precedence only
to the Royal Scots as Infantry, The evidence
for 1889 is stacking up! BUT Crawford, on

page 21 of Blue and Old Gold suggests that

Border Police, or even the Bechuanaland
Field Force of 1885, Jolui will leave that
research to his comrade 4735 Cliff ROG-
ERS to "delve and report".

(John
says "I am greatly indebted to SPR 35336
Bernard TERRY for the loan of his wonder-
ful book, A companion to the British Army
1660 - 1983 by David Ascoli Harrap from
&vhich the tables of precedence gave me the
idea for this short note") The above article

meant as Food For Thought. Please
correspond amongst yourselves and not
»a the Outpost who support 1889 and
rest its case.

Dick HAMLEY 5567 of Western Aus-
tralia researched this matter as well and
took the trouble to send in photocopies of
extracts from books and records. It seems
tliat everyone agrees on the facts i.e. the
title "The British South Africa Police" came
into being following "His Excellency of' the
High Commissioner's Notice No 18 of
1897" which was eventually adopted and
approved in the equivalent of Force orders
dated 22nd August 1898.

The European Union commissioners
have announced that agrcemcnt has been
reached to adopt English as the preferred
language for European cominunications,
rather than German, which was the other
possibility.

In their usual competent fash-
ion they coped very well ensuring every-
body wis comfortable and well-fed. Tlie
wedding was a fantastic success at which no
expense was spared by the proud parents. I
divas also pleased to see Bill and Merle
LINDFIELD who had flown down from
Zimbabwe to attend.

The following day and alinost two
weeks after arriving, we flew out to return
home. We both loved the country and werc
impressed by the high standard of living
enjoyed by everyone we came into contact
with.

Sadly the
country is badly effected by crime and
unless the Government takes early and
positive action to reverse what is rapidly
becoming an intolerable situation. more and
more people will leave.
