The year was 1978 and [ was attached
o Special Brmeh and  stationed ot
Kariba. It was also the tme when ZIPRA
{(Joshua  Nkomo's  Party)  were  very
active in the arca, so humorous incidents
W somewhat Tnited, One
meident did however take place, which |
would like to relate, and also to
point out how gullible some people can
be.

Those of you, who had travelled to
Kanba during this time, would recall
that  when  proceeding  down  the
cscarpment from Makuti,  abundant
animal life could stll be observed (pre
Mugabe Regime). My children were
always given the challenge, in order o
keep them quict i the car, that for every
Black Panther seen a reward of 10 cents
would be paid, elephant and other animals
only one cent. You would be amazed how
many Black Panthers were on this
strip of road, seen only by the children.
One had to be especially  observant
because of elephants, usually stationing
on the namow  tannac
road. 1 recall always thinking that this
phenomenon  mostly ok place  at
night, because the warm tar must have

themselves
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trggered  something  in the "oiletry
section' of the elephant’ brin, Huge piles
of clephant dung would  always  be
found lying neatly stacked, usually on
blind comers, which usually  nesulted
that the second thing one did on reaching
Karba was to wash your car, affer
having a Chaboeli (that is beer for the
nimitiated).

Time-off during this period, was a very
searce entity, because of "gookamama”
being nfe, these "non-swimmers” pouring
across the border 1o cause havoe and
nuayhem. However on the odd oceasion
certain persons attached 1o the BSAP,
usually stationed or relieving at Karor or
Sinota, would proceed late aftemoon, fora
night of joviality and debauchery, (o the
Kariba Casino. In other instances 1o fit a
visit in o see the  family, prior
to visiting the Casino, usually retuming to
their stations carly in the moming, before
Stables. Bear in mind that a curfew was
being ignored by these adventurous fow,
thus the firtive manoeuvies,

Now the story goes that a certain
Policeman, who shall remain nameless,
had proceeded. unannounced, from Sinoia
fate one allemoon w0 Kanba, o visit
wift and two daughters. At about 3 am in

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Smoky, he decided 0 stop near the
Kariba Airport to relieve his bladder of the
abundant  golden  liquid  he  had
consumed during the evening. Standing
next to his wehicle in the fiesh
moming  air,  sumounded by sofi
moonlight, staring at the distant horizon
with a concentrited fiar away look in his
eves. he eventually caste his  eyes
dovrmands and saw he was standing next
o a huge elephant dung heap. Afier
short deliberation he decided w load this
"heap” consising  of  mamly
erasses and leaves into the boot of his
Special Branch motor vehicle. Making
sure that the "heap” was not disturbed of
onginal  shape size,  the
task was completed successfully.

A couple of hows later in the carly
moming, entering the faming town of
Sinoia, he noted the streets o be deserted.
With  a  fow  minutes o spare
before Stables (for the uninitiated when
hoses  were no longer  used  in
Distnct  Stations  the  word  Stables
remamed o wash clean and check Police
vehicles at 6am in the moming), he
