Previous minutes:  The minutes of the last meeting held on 12 May 2012,
having been circulated, were taken as read. Acceptance proposed Fred Punter ,
seconded TonyGranger  and unanimously agreed. The Chairman approved and
confirmed them.

Matters arising: The only matter arising from the minutes was that of suita ble
headgear for wear with civilian clothes. There had been numerous comments and
suggestions. GordonBest  modelled his own hat for the benefit of the meeting.
The Committee will continue looking into this.

Chairman’s report: Members. Let me again welcome those of you who are
present and thank you again for making the effort to be  here for what is really
the most important meeting of the year. Some have come grea t distances, not
least Peter Bellingham  over from Harare. It is good to see so many familiar
faces – dare I say, all the usual suspects. So herewith my report at the end of
my 11th year in office.

This report summarises what has happened during the course of the year,
what I and your committee have been doing and what is planned for the future.
2012 has, by and large, been a fairly uneventful year.  Nevertheless, we have had
our regular events during the year – the Regimental Dinne r in September where
an improved presence enjoyed entertaining reminiscences from one of our own
who had gone on to become His Hon. Judge Bob Hardy . In November we
attended the Field of Remembrance where Peter Biddulph  was our Ensign to the
Colour. This occasion is organised by the RAA and I think I should mention the
recent passing of Mary Walker, wife of Vic Walker Chairman of the RAA and also
the passing of Wing Commander Peter Petter-Bowyer who many of you will
remember as a guest speaker a few years back. The Christmas Sundowner
fortunately this year went off without incident and w as extremely well supported.
And, of course, we had the Braai for the second time at  our new venue in
Lilleshall. Regretfully I had to pass on that one bu t, by all reports, it was well
attended, the venue was satisfactory and the occasion was enjoyed by all who

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were there. My congratulations and thanks to all concerned with the organisation
of events – particularly our functions secretary, Parry Jones .

To justify my own existence, I am able to report having attended all the above
events apart from the Braai. I was present at the Rhodes ian Army Association
dinner. I reported last year having been involved in di scussions with them as to a
possible Combined Rhodesian Forces Association – there has been no movement
on that front but there are moves to have a Combined Forc es day in the
Dunstable area at the end of June – watch this space. Again, I have not attended
any funerals during the course of the year but others ha ve kindly done so and my
thanks, again, to those of you who make the effort to  attend funerals and give a
decent send-off to our members.

I am also pleased that functions have again been held in the North-West,
South-West and Ireland which regretfully I was unable to attend. Our thanks go
to Rod Wilson , Dave Kennedy  and John Berry  for their efforts. I was able to
attend the second gathering of our Scottish Region which was a very good event
attracting some 80 people. Thanks and congratulations go to Nigel Seaward  and
Steve Acornley (and their respective spouses) for putting this togeth er and I
hope that this year’s event, due in two weeks, will be equally successful. Steve
has taken up employment in Africa so the Scottish region now depends on Nigel
Seaward and Gordon Best . South-West are gathering as we speak – they had
difficulty with the venue/dates hence the absence o f colleagues from that area.
Our first Tuesday gatherings continue to attract both reg ular members and new
faces but I say again, at the risk of being boring, t hat I still believe that anyone
with an 020 phone number, either business or home, has no excuse for not
attending from time to time or, indeed, attending this me eting.

I indicated in my report last year that, 2013 being the  centenary of the
foundation of the Regimental Association, efforts were being made to have
world-wide celebrations. This has not come to pass and we have been left to our
own devices here in UK. I trust you will have seen the  flyer with your latest
Outpost and our plans for the year. The Scottish gatheri ng, which I hope to
attend at the end of the month, will have a centenary  theme; Parry Jones
reports 75 having signed up for the Braai so far. Plans are well in place for a
gathering at our memorial at the NMA on the same weekend as the Braai – an
additional  plaque has been sculpted by Winston Hart  and kindly brought over
here from New Zealand by Les Lloyd . A notice regarding the event will come out
shortly but for your prior information. We plan to gather f rom 11:00 with a
ceremony at midday followed by a reception. It will not  be as grand as the Last
Parade - too hard an act to follow - but I have secure d the services of Major
General DavidPennefather  (a name which will be familiar) to perform the
unveiling. The Dinner this year will again be at the V SC but it is our plan to make
this a Centenary Dinner by opening up to wives and girlfriends (not necessarily
both) in a similar vein to the Regimental Centenary Dinner in 1989. Again, details
to follow.

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I am required to report that your Committee has met on the re quisite number of
occasions during the course of the year and, as ever, I am so grateful for the
efforts and diligence of all the committee members. These people put in a lot of
time and effort on behalf of the membership – they and I  find it very frustrating
that, despite their efforts, only a limited number can b e bothered to support
some of the functions, but it was gratifying that fig ures were up for the Dinner
this year. There will be some changes to the Committee th is year, see later in the
Agenda.

Our finances will be reported on later but I must thank both Lin Robertson
and Cindy Kennedy  for their work during the year. Lin was kind enough to step
in three years ago but did find that full-time working and running a household
did not give her the time she felt she needed to appl y to the job. We were
fortunate to obtain the services of Cindy during the y ear and I will ask you to
ratify that appointment later. Our Outpost also maintain s its high standard and
our thanks go to Parry Jones for his excellent work in this area. Alan Lane  also
gets our thanks for his efforts particularly in his report ing of events and supplying
photographs, as does Kate Simmons  for her copy-editing. The re-arranged
production and distribution of the magazine seems to be  working and I thank
Mike Coleman  and Bertie Cubitt  for their combined work.

Whilst in thanks mode I must also mention Mick York  who handles our annual
raffle and will be after you shortly. Might I again, o n his behalf and that of the
events organiser, make a plea. It is clearly marked on th e raffle tickets that
counterfoils and monies should be returned to promoter i.e . Mick. Please do not
send to Parry with your dinner request or the HonSec. or Q-Rep.

We have welcomed 21 new members but, as ever, we have lost members, 12
having passed away during the course of the year. Our net gain this year is,
therefore, nine members. Whilst on the subject of members, you may recall that
last year I commented on there being two Associations – the real one and
another in cyberspace. This achieved a number of responses. It is gratifying that
members are keeping in touch, by whatever means are available, but, I am still
of the opinion that membership of the Association, hav ing feet on the ground
(and, perhaps, drink in hand) is still the proper way t o ensure our continuance.

Ladies and gentlemen, that completes my report other than  to thank
particularly those of you present and many others for you r support over the year.
I said to you last year (probably not for the first time ) that I felt it was time that
you looked for a new Chairman. However, I have been persuaded that, as this is
a celebratory year, it is appropriate that I should remain  as front-man to see this
through. I therefore offer myself for re-election as Chairma n. Thank you for
listening – would someone care to move the adoption of  my report?

Acceptance proposed TonyGranger , seconded Ted Ayers-Hunt  and carried
unanimously.

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Finance : In the absence of Treasurer Cindy Kennedy , who was attending the
South-West Region meeting, the Chairman presented and explained in detail, the
Balance Sheet and the Profit and Loss Accounts for the BSAP Association,
answering questions on points raised.

Fred Punter  proposed that the accounts be formally accepted and adopted,
and Ian Dunbar  seconded. They were approved unanimously.

The Chairman also presented the Profit and Loss Account for the BSAP Trust
for the year. The Trust Accounts had already been perused and adopted by the
Trustees.

Trust: Chairman of Trustees, AlanToms  reported: A very quiet year for the Trust
with no claims or bequests being made or received.

The Trust donated a cheque for £1000 to the Royal British Legion at Maidstone
in recognition of the support it has given to many ex members of the BSAP and
continues to give to service men and women.

The financial position remains healthy as will be seen from the accounts.
Efforts still continue to streamline the accounts and administration as I mentioned
in last year’s report but these have been hampered by what can only be
described as incompetence by the Royal Bank of Scotland who were to have set
up a new investment account. The Trust received £250 in compensation from the
Bank for the delay. The Trustees hope to complete the exercise as soon as
possible.

Lin Robertson  stood down as Treasurer and has been replaced by Cynthia
(Cindy) Kennedy . Thanks to Lin for her work for the Trust. As always our t hanks
to The Lord Walker  for his continued patronage and to all those members of
continue to donate to the Trust.

Acceptance proposed GerryPaxton , seconded DaveRiley  and carried.

Almoner: Peter Bidulph presented his Almoner’s Report: I’ve now completed two
years as Almoner. It may be a failing of mine but I am no t the type to keep lots
of facts and figures about the tasks undertaken or vis its made to members. I
would rather do something, like make a phone call to as k for help through an
Assistant Almoner or just knock on the door of a member.

To this end I have started what I call a Welfare Watch  List of members who
need our assistance in some way – through sickness in the main but may
thereafter indicate financial hardship. I urge you to b ring to my attention any
members who you believe have need of our assistance. The number of members
now on this watch-list has increased by 500% - so it  is working.

This time last year we had 60 Assistants available. Now we have over 70 who I
may call upon when necessary. It may be that some will never get a call but as
John Milton’s poem and the motto of the Royal Observer Corps states, ‘They also
serve who only stand and wait’. Thanks for your help.

You will have read in the Spring edition of The Outpost, of the Association’s
donation to the Royal British Legion. Over the years many of our members have

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been given accommodation and comforted by the generosity, advice and welfare
afforded them at a very stressful time in their lives. I have received a number of
phone calls and notes congratulating us on our display of gratitude towards
another charity.

I have always thought that, especially at this time,  this country with all its
faults and failures, is still the best place to live  if you are rich and even more so if
you are poor. I would like to give you an amazing examp le. A member died six
years ago in Zimbabwe. His widow and daughter could no longer live in
Zimbabwe and went to join her son in Australia. I recei ved an e-mail explaining
that they were unable to stay permanently in Australia. The e-mail was from her
son – who I later discovered was completely blind, but  was coming on a short
visit to the UK to settle his mother and sister somewhere  and could we help them
get accommodation.

They arrived on Saturday three weeks ago – I had arranged through my
contacts in the British Legion, for an interview the f ollowing Tuesday. They moved
in on Friday and are now living in a small but comfortab le fully furnished twin flat
with full board. Our late member had completed two years N ational Service in the
Fleet Air Arm, to qualify his family for this assistance.

I thank our long serving (suffering) Chairman Peter, his Deputy Alan and our
Assistant Secretary Bertie for the way we have developed an excellent working
relationship.

My final success story concerns a widow in the West Country, who, we were
informed, had passed away. My Assistant in that area, Caroline Witts  worked an
absolute miracle and within five minutes returned my call  to tell me that the
widow was fit and well and had just spoken to her on  the phone.

Finally, the position of Almoner is successful in assisting our members only
because of you, the members and for this I thank you al l.

Proposed AlanLane , seconded Brian Pym  and accepted.

Election of officers: The three retiring members of the Committee were Alan
Toms , Jim Hazlett and Michael Abbotts . The first two had indicated their
willingness to serve again. Alistair Black  was standing down to give more time to
his duties as a Maidstone Councillor and the Chairman thanked him for his time as
HonSec. BarryHenson , whose UN duties had now finished would resume as
HonSec. LindaRobertson  in order to concentrate more on her full time
employment and family commitments had already handed over t o Cindy
Kennedy  as Treasurer. Mike Coleman  would replace Mike Abbotts  as a
Committee Member. There were no other Committee nominations. Peter Phillips
to continue as Chairman.

Proposed FredPunter , seconded Biff Way  and carried unanimously.
The Committee for the year would therefore be as follows. Peter Phillips  –
Chairman, Alan Toms  – Vice Chairman, CindyKennedy  – Treasurer, Barry

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Henson  – HonSec., with Mike Coleman , Bert Cubitt , Jim Hazlett , Peter
Biddulph and Parry Jones  as members.
The Chairman advised that the committee had decided to award Honorary Life
Membership (HLM) of the Branch to Mike Abbotts  for his work as Outpost editor
and committee member over nine years. Regretfully Mike, who is already an HLM
of Transvaal Branch, could not be present for health reasons. The Chairman
undertook to advise him of this honour and send his Certificate to him.

Election of auditors: Tony Granger agreed to continue as the Association
auditor for the forthcoming year. Peter Phillips, who has  no legal relationship
with the Trust, to continue as Trust Auditor.

Amendment to Section 5 of the Bye-Laws: The Chairman advised of a
proposal to amend section five of the Bye-Laws to include ‘the privilege of
Associate Membership to be extended to, such persons as they deem desirable
provided that such person, in the opinion of the Branc h Committee, has or had a
close association with the BSA Police or the Regimental Association’. The
constitution of the Regimental Association already makes such provision but it is
currently absent from the UK Branch Bye-Laws. Proposed by the Committee and
seconded by DaveRiley  and passed unanimously.

Any other business

Visitor Liaison:  Biff Way  suggested that it would be beneficial to have a po int
of liaison for any visitors or overseas HonSecs to contact and advise of
impending visits. Such liaison could then advise the visitor of scheduled events
and/or contact interested parties to arrange for some spec ial get-together to
welcome the visitor. This was accepted as a good idea and Biff volunteered to be
the Liaison Officer. HonSec. to pass details to other HonSecs and Biff to give
Outpost editor details for inclusion in the next edit ion.

Assistance to Pensioners in Zimbabwe: Brian Pym  raised this subject and
questioned whether the Association or Trust could assist. There is an
organisation ZANE through which assistance could be directed. Peter
Bellingham  advised that the situation had eased somewhat since the Zimbabwe
Government has started paying pensions to those resident in Zimbabwe and
South Africa. The Committee will however look into this.

Zimbabwe Pensions to UK Residents: Both Peter Bellingham  and Jonathon
Lawley of the Overseas Pensions Association spoke on this, confirming that with
pensions being paid in Zimbabwe and South Africa, it is probably a matter of
time before this will be extended to the UK. However th ere is no guarantee.
OSPA continues to pursue the issue.

Closure: There being no further business to hand, the Chairman thanked all for
attending and closed the meeting at 12:00.

It was Easter 1974 and I was stationed at BSAP Nyakasoro Base Camp in the
Pfungwe TTL, Mrewa District, Rhodesia. I was in charge of crime and my BSAP
Support Unit escort was from H Troop, led by PO Brian Pitt, of later Silver Baton
fame. In front of the camp was a large dam, better known as Lake Voo Inn, and
on the Thursday morning we had been taking fishing lessons from Minx Hillman,
who worked for the African Development Fund. He was building a protected
village (PV) up the road and so had very little to do , thus he was instructing us
on the finer points of fishing with hand grenades he had borrowed from the
Slopes (South African Police) at Rushinga. We were harvesting our bream bounty
when the duty constable called us back to the camp t o answer a radio call on
Channel 25 lower side band. Upon replying we were requested to go to another
frequency and learned the Unit had organised a secret conference, strictly for the
exchange of information, at Nyamapanda during the Easter weekend. The
conference was so secret that not even disaffected Members i/c had been
informed. Duty called - we were honour bound to attend.  In order to maintain
secrecy we heavily disguised the Unit Land Rover as a vehicle from the Pfungwe
Safari Company Limited.
We set out early on Good
Friday. We dared not go via
the high level bridge across
the Nyadiri River for fear of
revealing ourselves and the
plot in Mtoko and so took
the border road from Dewe
to Nyamapanda. On arrival
in Nyamapanda, Pitt
immediately detected
problems in the local hotel
and we pulled in to
investigate. We had a few
beers to wash down the
road dust, checked their
licence and had a few more.
It was then that Pitt's
musical talents came to the
fore. He ousted the band's
drummer from his post and
took over the percussion section. I knew three chords o n a guitar and we sang
The Pub With No Beer and Irene Goodnight, before being graciously ushered to
the door. Even they could not take it. Because the o ther delegates had not yet à

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arrived in camp we decided that a little junket into M ozambique would be in
order. Customs were still at Nyamers then but we simply dro ve across the stream
to the wayside inn and settled into some cold forces only Laurentina beer.

Some 20 minutes later a flatbed Unimog appeared from the Pork
(Portuguese) barracks. On the back of it were about 20 young Pork soldiers
complete with an immaculate Virgin Mary much adorned with wild flowers. They
were singing hymns and disappeared in the direction of Tete. They didn’t get too
far though because about 1km away they hit a landmine,  poor swines. Luckily no
one was seriously hurt and a little later they all came  straggling back up the road
with the now broken and no longer immaculate virgin. Mos t seem to end that
way. We offered to trade with them and soon had a full  array of Pork finery in
front of us. NATO belts, Pork boots and food. Of course, in our opinion, one tin
of bully was worth at least ten tins of squid, prawn,  octopus, mussels or lobster.
Little did they know that we were as bored with blood y bully as they were with
the seafood delights before us. Still, beef was a scarce commodity in the Pork
army. Such is barter. But the NATO belt was the first prize. This icon was to
become a prized and coveted item in the Unit for it seeme d to say, ‘I was around
when the Porks were still here.’ The highest symbol of ruggedness, better than a
long service medal!

By then it was late and as Pitt and I sipped our sun downers of finest Pork
Aqua Dente a Sabre Land Rover with two SAS blokes came in from Tete way.
The DGS (Pork Secret Police) gate guard, who was housed in a little concrete
pillbox, had already locked the border gate and refused to open up. The Sabre
happened to have an MAG machine gun mounted in its rear and when
threatened with a few shots from the gun at the pillbo x he quickly unlocked. The
SAS went on their way and the guard offered to leave t he gate open for Pitt and
me, probably thinking that all Rhodesians were loco (and he may not have been
too far from the truth). The fact that we were both heavi ly armed may also have
helped in his decision. One of the men in that Sabre was WO2 (later Major) Keith
Sigsworth and he stated, ‘We’d had trouble with that gate guard before and were
merely trying to teach him some decorum and respect. There wa s no malice in it.’
We purchased several bottles of best Pork Borges brandy, a few bottles of fire
water and some of the little brown cigarillos with the sweet tasting paper, and
went on our way.
The customs were nowhere to be seen and so awash with swag we arrived in
Nyamapanda Police Camp. We never met the Member i/c because he was away
on a promotion course in depot. By then all Unit delega tes had arrived and the
camp was so full that we had to be billeted at Kotwa , about 25kms down the
road to Mtoko. Now this was of no consequence to any BSAP man worth his salt
and we repaired to Kotwa to shower and change into our best faded camo, the
ones with the creases sewn in and me into my new NATO belt. The Unit troops
at Kotwa were commanded by Phil Stringer and John Goodchild and a warm à

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welcome and a cold beer were given. Upon return to Nyamers an enthusiastic
conference was in full swing. The only woman in attend ance was Didi, Smokey
Bothwell’s girlfriend, but because he was known to be a bit possessive no one
danced with her.

PO Steve Pattison was giving the Cook’s Tour of the camp and this included
viewing a dead terr. that the RLI had shot earlier that  day. The terr. was awaiting
fingerprinting and burial. At about 23.00 the Porks put  on a fabulous pyrotechnics
display and whether this was a real fireworks display t o celebrate Dia da Santa
Maria or them shooting at phantom Freds I cannot say, bu t we all went out to
watch the green, red and orange stuff flying through th e night sky. Either way,
no one seemed to care and we went back in to continue  our deliberations. By
now the troops were somewhat rowdy and Pitt and I, bein g gentlemen, decided
to head for Kotwa and some sleep. It had been a long day of duty.

There had been some recent reports of elephants in the Nyamers area and we
saw a lot of them on the road back to Kotwa, only ours  were mostly pink and
shaped like milestones at the side of the road. We decided to clear the road and
started to shoot the milestones as we passed. It was pleasing to see the stones
disappear in a cloud of dust when hit, leaving two p ieces of reinforcing steel
sticking up. Pitt was driving and firing one handed w ith his Uzi at the stones on
his side. Then his gun jammed and he put it on the sea t between us, besides we
were near Kotwa by then and didn’t want to disturb any one. The gate guard
recognised us and we were soon asleep in our allotted Nissan hut. We awoke at
0700 and in the cold light of day realised our folly of the last evening. We
decided to take Chalky Chalk’s depot advice that absence of body is better that
presence of mind and leave ASAP. As I sat on the edge of my bed reloading my
mags Pitt pulled the mag. off his Uzi. It turned out th at the stoppage was not an
incomplete ejection but an incomplete feed. The round c hambered and fired into
the wall about six inches above my head. Those mags were never reloaded at
Kotwa because we were out of that gate in seconds.

We took the Dewe road and on arrival there found that 1  Rhodesia Regt. had
been chasing terrs around all morning and had crossed and recrossed the long
vlei in their RLs leaving it like a bottomless pit of  black ooze. We were soon
ensnared but the army helped us through so we shared some of our brandy with
a 1RR Captain and a Lieut. At least we were back in our patrol area and all the
manhandling of the safari vehicle had obliterated the Pfungwe Safari signs
emblazoned on its sides. It was once again a Unit Land Rover. We arrived at
Lake Voo at lunchtime. I looked at the daily log and  noticed a strange entry.
At the top of a new, numbered page was:

0630-President Banda arrives Nyakasoro airstrip per Royal Airforce VC10,
and at the bottom:
1830-President Banda departs Nyakasoro airstrip per Royal Airforce VC10.

Now this could mean only one thing. The Support Unit in terloper Keith Stingrayà

Reynolds had passed through in our absence. A further clue was that all our beer
was finished and this indicated that he had been accompanied by his partner in
crime, Mike Clayton. (It also indicated that DSO Ray Ritson, SB Marandellas,
never read the daily log that he insisted be kept, be cause nothing more was ever
heard about it.) Of course this left Pitt and me in di re straits, what with the rest
of a long weekend to get through without beer and the  only resupply point at
Uzumba Hotel in the Uzumba TTL, only 40kms away but over Africa’s worst road.
There had been heavy rains that year and the many vlei crossings to Uzumba had
been daily churned up by the buses that plied the rou te. However duty called and
we set out. Out of deference to my personal safety, af ter all Pitt was my escort,
he had forsworn the Uzi in favour of the more familiar and trusty FN rifle.

As luck would have it we had only gone 10kms when coming the other way
were none other than Reynolds and Clayton. The back of their Land Rover was
full of Castle beer. We had taken some blasted fried bream fillets which the
batmen had left in the Zero deep freeze (a misnomer if th ere ever was one) and
as we stood in the middle of darkest Africa snacking on cold bream and warm
Castle, Reynolds explained that he and Clayton were on a tour of inspection of all
fridges and freezers in the operational area, for efficie ncy reasons, you
understand. Where the rest of his troop was remains a myst ery. A darts
tournament was proposed and we headed back to Lake Voo.

Just outside the gates of the camp Pitt spotted a yo ung Kudu in the bush on
my side. We pulled up and he leaned across the front seat and dropped the beast
with one shot. Neither of us could hear too well for t he next few hours but the
Kudu fillet on the braai that night tasted marvellous.

The darts match was a howling success and lasted well into the wee hours of
Sunday morning and as I recall ended shortly after the b eer and brandy ran out.
No one seemed to like the fire water because we had mistakenly purchased the
aniseed one instead of the straight rotgut.

As we groggily climbed into our William Smith & Gourock sleeping bags and
laid ourselves on our beds, camp, canvas we were secure in the knowledge that
our efforts that weekend to repel the invading hordes h ad allowed Rhodesians
everywhere to sleep safely in their beds.

The reparation of international relations with Portugal w as left to DSO Mike
Reeler who later handed over two tins of best bully an d six warm Castles to calm
things down.

I’ll speak now of a chief I knew, whose court I oft saw sit

Or another chief, tied up and shot most carefully throug h the head

These are some lines I scribbled in 1984, not long after returning to the UK from
Zimbabwe and shortly after an encounter with a reporter wh o was keen to hear
any dramatic and newsworthy tales from my time in Rhodesia . Having written it,
I simply put it aside and forgot about it until a rece nt tidying-up exercise
brought it to light. Reflecting upon it, I reckon tha t after Kosovo, Iraq and
Afghanistan, it is probably still relevant.
If the title of this piece puzzles you, put it down  to the memory of a brave man
who, when faced with a choice of telling the truth b y Vakomana, he told them
that while he felt that European rule was unfair, repla cing it through murder and
destruction would bring greater tragedy to the land and the people. He paid the
ultimate price for his honesty and courage.

Transfer to CID

Towards the end of January 1964, after my first long leav e in England, I reported
to Joe Rowley, the Station C/Insp. at Salisbury Central to find out about my next
posting. To my surprise, I was told that I was being pu t on attachment to CID,
replacing somebody who was returning to uniform branch. The  Law and Order
Section of the CID was established to investigate offences under legislation
bearing a similar name, the Law and Order (Maintenance) Act which had been
promulgated relatively recently. The legislation was int ended to give the police
additional powers to deal with the rash of intimidatio n and petrol bombings that
had occurred throughout the country, mostly caused by memb ers of factions of
the various African nationalist political parties. There was a great deal of grunt
work which included going out early in the morning into  the townships searching
for weapons, petrol bombs, membership cards of banned political parties and
anything else that would give a clue as to the perpe trators of the many political
crimes of violence. à

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My new boss was Detective Inspector (DI) Angus Ross and having reported to
him I ended up in a small basement office near the back  yard of the Central
Station. The hours were criminal; up around 03:00 many time s to be on raids in
the townships at 04:00. The wrongdoers would be at the ir most vulnerable in the
early hours of the morning, particularly if they had been  out late the night before
carrying out their acts of political intimidation and v iolence.

Much of the intelligence we had came from the Special Branch but the African
members of the section, led by D/S/Sgt Mbanga, were also extraordinarily
successful at picking up information that was useful in our investigations and
helpful many times in preventing crimes. The art of interrog ation could not be
utilised because of time constraints - we needed quick answers to questions from
many of the parties detained under incriminating circumsta nces. I look back on
that posting with mixed feelings because while it wa s an essential job due to of
the times we were living in, I would rather there had be en other ways to achieve
our objectives of safety and security for the public a t large.

I had been happy in the Information Room and had not t hought of applying
for a transfer to the CID. On attachment, however, I lea rned to appreciate the
differences in service and the relative freedom of being in plain clothes and after
about three months on attachment, I decided that I wou ld formally apply for a
transfer, which was approved.

As I was transferring to CID I could no longer live at the Fife Avenue Hostel
and needed to find other accommodation. During my 18 mont hs on the B-cars, in
addition to having observers from the A-Reserve, I had a lso come to know a
Malawi Police Officer, who I will call Steve. Steve had been a Metropolitan Police
Cadet, had come out to Africa soon after me but had joi ned the Colonial Police in
Nyasaland as a Sub-Inspector. During his service there he had been sent to
Southern Rhodesia to attend a fingerprint course at CID Headquarters. Attending
the course occupied his time during the day but he obt ained permission to come
out in the B-cars as an observer during the evening hours and thus we had met
one another. He probably should have spent his evenings going over the finger-
print training because as I understand it, he did not do particularly well on the
course.
The staff at the Fingerprint Bureau in CID Headquarters, other than the
member i/c, were all Detective Constables or Detective Sergeants (later DPOs
and DSOs) and they were all solid down-to-earth individuals. It was apparent that
Steve’s Colonial Police rank, while meaning nothing to the BSAP members who
had many years more experience under their belt, had gone to his head and he
was just a little cocksure. The first thing one learned  when one was given the
task of classifying fingerprints in the 1960s was to compare the two lines of
individual fingerprints on the sheet with the simultan eous impressions placed on
the sheet at the bottom. If the prints had been properl y taken it was fairly
obvious and it should have been even more obvious if they were recorded
incorrectly. At the end of the fingerprint course Steve was required to classify à

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a set of prints and, as I understand it on good autho rity, different members of
the staff in the Bureau each placed a finger or thumb i n just one of the spaces on
the two lines, two of them placed the simultaneous imp ressions of their four fin-
gers on one hand in the spots indicated and two othe rs placed a thumb in that
place. The form was an obvious trick but poor Steve did not remember to do his
basic check and he went ahead and classified the prints anyway and did not pass
the course.

Whatever can be said about Steve’s concern over his rank and his failing the
fingerprint course he turned out to be a very good friend . He was a good
observer and fun to be with on the B-cars and he left the Nyasaland Police shortly
before the end of Federation, moved to Salisbury and rented a property from a
radio broadcaster Peter Tobin, in Highlands. He went out of his way to make
contact with me and when I was transferred to CID he in vited me to move in with
him for which I was very grateful. In the mid 1960s, aft er I had married, Steve
went to The Congo and served with Col. Mike Hoare and is mentioned in his book,
Congo Mercenary. He only returned to Salisbury after a close encounter with
blackwater fever. Steve’s parents moved to Salisbury and his father eventually
became the Mace Bearer at City Hall. I regret that I los t contact with Steve when
he left to work in the Mediterranean in the late 1960s .

Towards the end of the stint in Law and Order Section, DSO Alec Bramford
and I opened a CID office in the grounds of Harare Police Station. Alec appeared
to be on the fast track to promotion and was promoted to  DI before he was 28,
I believe, and that probably made him the youngest DI in the force at that time.
We handled much of the work coming into CID from the tow nships in the South
(The Black South) and it was an interesting time to be  there. The factories in the
Heavy Industrial Sites were frequently hit by strikes a nd evidence of intimidation
of the indigenous population was obvious. Despite Alec’s promising prospects he
decided not to remain in the force and after he had serv ed ten years and one day,
he left to become a farmer. I was distressed to hear that  in March 1977 while on
call-up in the Police Reserve he was shot and killed in action. He was married and
had a large family.

 I was retained in Law and Order Section for a few month s then transferred to
Property Section where I took over investigations into thefts from cars. Although
the amount involved in each case was invariably, like theft of bicycles, not very
large, the cumulative amount was considerable and thus was investigated by the
CID rather than Uniform Branch. Another factor regarding bicy cle thefts that
might have influenced the decision to place those investigations with CID was
that the wronged party was usually an African and the effect of losing his only
form of transport was, to him, devastating.
The Supersonic Radio factory in Bulawayo manufactured a very popular car radio,
the TR62, in the 1960s. The radios measured about four inches by seven by one
and a half, all white, and fitted into a slot in th e dashboard from which à

In memory of Hank Hankinson
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the radio could be removed with a simple key. They became very popular not
only with car owners but with professional thieves too . One African in particular,
Lovemore Nicky, was passionate about them and made his living almost exclu-
sively stealing and dealing in these car radios. Despite the fact that the key could
fairly easily be duplicated, the radios had a permanent numbering system so they
were readily identifiable. He was caught red-handed time after time and, as he
must have expected, the sentences became heavier and he eventually was given
the indeterminate sentence. He was never violent and appeared to have a sense
of humour, frequently expecting us to turn up at his ho me following a series of
thefts of the car radios from several shopping centre park ing lots around the
town business area.

It was normal practice to take serving criminals, who were  shortly due for
release from the local prison, to the CID offices where they were paraded before
the new detectives who might not have otherwise known  them. There were
many repeat offenders and Lovemore being one of them, was flattered to be
included in the parade, as his offences were comparatively minor.

The Criminal Procedure and Evidence Act, was, so-to-speak, the policeman’s
bible as it set down in simple language, among other t hings, the powers of arrest
of a police officer. One of the clauses stated that a police officer could arrest ‘a
person clearly manifesting an intention to commit an off ence’. As the officer
principally concerned with thefts from cars at that time,  I was familiar with many
persons who had previously been arrested and convicted of thefts of this nature.
Most of the parking spaces in the centre of Salisbury were angled, facilitating
easy entry and egress for the driver and if one was inte nt on looking for property
to steal it was necessary to cross the road and walk between the cars to see into
them.

One lunch time I saw a familiar face in Stanley Avenue walking up the road
and crossing at frequent intervals taking the opportuni ty to look into the cars on
each side of the road as he made his way up the street . From behind my sun-
glasses, I watched him for several minutes and saw his pattern clearly
established. I decided that his actions were in line with an intent to steal from a
car as soon as he found something worth stealing, and I waited for him to
approach me opposite Brett’s Night Club where I was standing in the entrance to
a jeweller’s shop. On arrival, I identified myself, arres ted him and took him into
the shop and asked them to call for a B-car. He gave me no trouble but when the
uniformed members arrived and were escorting him to their vehi cle he
unexpectedly and uncharacteristically tried to break away and there was a
prolonged struggle, which he naturally lost.
The African detectives who worked with me took him out t o search his residence,
which was routine, lawful and expected, and found no thing incriminating. He had,
however, been in lawful custody when he tried to break  away and he had to be
charged with that offence. At the trial, his prior conv ictions were not à

admissible until after conviction and I gave evidence that ‘I knew the accused in
connection with other matters’ and then described his c onduct just prior to arrest.
The trial before a magistrate, where he was found guilty,  was short but not sweet
for the accused as when his many convictions were put into the record he was
sentenced to another lengthy term of incarceration.

There was little glory in Theft From Car Section and the only theft over $1,000
that I can recall was in the Avenues one night. A ret iring policeman from the
force in Malawi (which was the name taken by Nyasaland after the breakup of the
Federation) was on his way back to England by boat from South Africa. He
stopped to spend time in Salisbury on the way. He no doubt kicked himself after
the event for being so stupid because he left all hi s possessions from Malawi,
except the suitcases he needed in the hotel that night, in a Land Rover in the
street in full view of any passerby. To do that in a l ocation where the average
indigenous person earned a minimal wage was clearly inviting trouble and as this
was prior to the advent of car alarms, the vehicle was b roken into and all the
items taken. I believe that almost everything was of v alue and identifiable only to
the complainant and much of it consisted of African memo rabilia that would have
appreciated in value on arrival in England. Nothing was recovered.

4689 Alexander Colin Campbell MBE  died, aged 80, on 24 November 2012 in
Gaberone, Botswana. Alex served from 29 January 1951 to 28 January 1954
leaving with the rank of 2nd Sergeant. He joined the Department of Agriculture
and was involved in tsetse fly control, but was soon  drawn to furthering his
education at Rhodes, graduating in Social Anthropology.

Alex is credited with being one
of the foremost experts on the people of Botswana and for setting up that
country's National Museum and Art Gallery, of which he was at one time
Curator/Director. He was a Commissioner of Botswana's National Monuments,
founder of the Botswana Society and joint author of s everal publications resulting
from his archaeological research, a passion in later life.

4741 William Edward (Bill) Bailey  died, aged 87, on 7
March 2013 at his home near Peterborough, Cambridgeshire,
England. Bill, who was a member of the UK Branch of the
Association, served from 18 June 1951 to 31 October 1971
retiring with the rank of Inspector. He served mostly in
Salisbury Province and will be remembered by many
members as an uncompromising and robust soccer player in
the Salisbury Inter-Departmental Football League.

Group Captain Peter Petter-Bowyer (Rhodaf) died in
King’s Lynn, Norfolk, England on 8 March 2013. Whilst not
a member of the BSAP, Peter, known as Boss to most, was
a good friend to the Association and well known to ma ny
members.

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This business eventually failed and he moved to England in 2002 where he busied
himself inaugurating a branch of the Old Rhodesian Air Force and chaired the
committee responsible for the production of the Rhodesia Independence
Commemorative Medal. Boss was laid to rest at Colney Woodlands Burials,
outside Norwich, England, on 12 April 2013 with full military representation.
The Association was represented by Fred Punter.

His grandfather, Arthur John Thatcher was
a member of the Natal Mounted and Bechuanaland Police Forces who saw
attachment to the BSA Police and his father was 3193 Lt Col. and latterly
SAComm. Charles William Howe Thatcher.

Vince served from
17 November 1949 to 30 November 1962 leaving on
gratuity with the rank of Inspector.

5226 Patrick James (Pat) Murphy PMM died on  17 April 2013 in
Johannesburg, South Africa. Pat was born in Blandford,
Dorset, England and initially joined the Wiltshire
Constabulary as a Cadet. He attested into the Force on
14 March 1954 and his service in Staff Branch took him
to Gatooma, Gwelo, back to Salisbury to Morris and
Tomlinson Depots and then finally to PGHQ. Pat retired
on pension on 1 May 1980 with the rank of Assistant
Commissioner.
