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Queen’s Commendation for Bravery

9129 Anthony John Trethowan has been awarded the Queen’s Commendation for
Bravery. Tony, who is a member of the UK Branch of the Assodation, served from 10
January 1974 to 10 January 1981 leaving as a DSO. Nofification of the award was
announced in the UK Government Civilian Gallantry List2014 — the citation reads:
Anthony John Trethowan, Civilian

For his actions in helping to disarm a gunman in Yemen
‘On 23 June 2007, Tony Trethowan, a Health and Safety Consultant, was on duty at an
airstrip in central Yemen managing aircraft and passenger safety. In accordance with
standard operating procedure, the airfield was protected by a detachment of Yemeni
military forces and he was accompanied by a military escort. He himself was unarmed
and was there to greet an arriving aircraft.
Once the aircraft had landed small groups of personnel moved forward to greet the
passengers and to proceed with unloading. He was in one of the groups. As they moved
towards the rear door, they came under automatic gunfire fro m a position behind them.
A few people who had been standing by the front of th e plane were seen to fall down.
With no cover available Trethowan dived for the ground a s bursts of gunfire continued. It
became apparent that the source of the firing was a Yemeni soldier armed with an AK 47
assault rifle. The soldier ran forward around the front of the plane, shooting at the body
of the aircraft. A number of individuals were hit by the weapon’s fire. As the soldier came
around the back of the aircraft he began firing directly at people, some of whom were
already wounded, firing also in Trethowan'’s direction again. :
As the soldier started moving again one of the military
guards shot him, hitting him in the left shoulder. As th e
gunman was starting to fall to the ground from the impact
of the shot, the security manager present quickly ran
forward and overpowered him. Trethowan ran forward to
assist and a fierce struggle ensued. He helped disarm the
gunman and restrained him until help came and the soldier
was handed over to military personnel. ik
During the attack Trethowan gave immediate life-saving first .
aid to a British man who had been badly wounded. That /t‘
man later said that Trethowan had helped to save his life Andy Trethowan
and very likely, the lives of at least three others. Tre thowan also took a leading role in
the recovery operation, supervising and directing personnel, managing the medical
evacuation and escorting injured persons to medical facilities. One person died in the
incident and five others were badly injured.’
The Chairman, Committee and all members of the British South Africa Police Association
congratulate Tony on this award, which is most richly de served and worthy of an ex-
member of the BSAP.
Tony, when asked to commment, said, ‘One thing that | a m adamant about and have
always believed is that in ways | cannot explain | was able to call on some of my
experiences from my time in the BSAP all of 27 years later and react the way | did ,
particularly with regards to the medevac'.

To commemorate the outbreak of World War One, in which the BSAP played a
considerable part and for which was awarded its battle honour, East Africa 1915-1918,
Hugh Philips has contributed the following article.

Rhodesia 1914

It is just 100 years since the commencement of the Great War, the war to end all
wars. The war that started in the cradle of Europe and ev olved to embrace the then
British Empire and scores of other countries spread acrossthe globe.

The event is commemorated here, in Britain, in museums and heritage centres, in
lengthy, carefully researched newspaper articles, and with special and specialised
television and radio programmes. The media is in a mild frenzy as hitherto unseen
photographs, recollections, unique facts and personal reminiscences (by which |
mean yellowed letters and scarred, shabby notebooks handed down from great
grandfathers and grandfathers) are dusted down and proudly displayed.

But what was Southern Rhodesia like in 1914? The courtry was still administered -
unwillingly for most Rhodesians - by the BSA Company whose representative as
Administrator (until 1914) was Sir William Milton. Howev er the direction of the
country was, to some extent, still influenced by memorie s of both the recent Anglo-
Boer War, and the Matabele and Mashona Rebellions. O of the consequences of
the latter being a flow of farmers from the districts to t he larger urban centres. Hence,
farming was at an all-time low, though mining had begun to show great promise, and
the Company had only just managed to emerge from the red, as well as reaching the
end of its Charter. The war, of course, so dominated decision making that it became
expedient to allow the Company to continue in its rol e, and a new Administrator,

Sir Drummond Chaplin, was appointed.

It is far from easy to pick up all the threads of event s, and quite impossible to
imagine how people in Rhodesia were reacting to the Declaration of War in August
of 1914. Nevertheless we know that at that time, the total white population was just
under thirty thousand and that no fewer than five thou sand of these served with
British forces in Africa and Europe. Nor must the contribution of the black population
be forgotten; something in the region of 3,000 served i n the armed forces. We know
also that to the BSAP fell the first tangible success in the world conflict when, in
September, a Police Column occupied the German headquartes of the Caprivi Strip.
We know of the awesome commitment and extreme bravery that characterised both
Murray’s Column and the Native Regiment under Major A J Tanlinson, both in East
Africa.

In Southern Rhodesia communications with the outside world were by cable
telegraph, whilst within the country the rail links, w hich were to carry farm produce
and minerals, had only been finished in 1902 when the Harare-Bulawayo
line was completed. Links with Wankie and Victoria Fdls followed later, and with
Maputo and Rutenga to Beitbridge, very much later. It w as in 1914 that the rail link
between Victoria and Umvuma was completed and, later trains from Gwelo to Victoria

8289 John Dineen - in memory of Johannes Terblanche
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operated twice a week with a stop at Umvuma’s Falcon Hotel for lunch. (NB Fort was
added to Victoria in 1914.)

As for the roads, the less said the better. It was rep orted that on the Salisbury to
Bulawayo road no less than 500 farm gates had to be opened, and shut!

Mention of Umvuma brings to mind the just over 40 metres hi gh chimney that
dominated the skyline for travellers to and from that smal | town and, doubtless,
acted as a feature for pilots lost in the skies and seeking the runways of Thornhill.
The chimney, a quite magnificent example of civil engineering, was completed in
1913 when the roads of that day were little more than t racks. It is interesting (in the
context of history in Rhodesia) to note that gold wa s discovered in Umvuma as early
as 1896 and that by the outbreak of the First World Wa r the depth of the mine was
213 metres.

Interesting too, to learn that in Umtali, a somewhat old er town and yet to receive
city status, there existed a tramway service. This was administered by the BSA
Company and the Umtali Tramways Limited from its inception in 1897 until its
eventual demise. The lines were taken up and the track bed filled in 1920. Umtali
was in the 1890s a new town. The old town was locate d on the other side of
Christmas Pass but removal and re-location became necessay when Cecil Rhodes
advised the citizens in 1896 that bringing the Beira railway line to the town was
impossible due to engineering problems, and that a new location was imperative. His
company was willing to pay them compensation. Today's readers may wish to draw a
comparison with the projected high speed rail link from L ondon to Birmingham.

Returning to the tramway; the first railway train arrived i n 1898, a site was
decided upon for the station, and the tramway was laid from there to the Umtali Club
and only opened in 1901. The motive power was oxen or two mules! At some stage,
the line was extended as far as the Customs House butthat was probably before the
town was accorded municipal status in 1914.

Gradually more and more vehicular traffic started to use Main Street and the
tramlines that had seemed so prestigious in previous years became a nuisance,
indeed a liability. The council was requested to remove the tramlines, the track bed
was filled and rolled by the council’s steamroller, and in 1920 the Umtali Tramway
ceased to be.

It is of no little interest to recount a prize thefti n Bulawayo that has, as far as |
am aware, never been completely solved. The Bulawayo Agrcultural Society dates
back many years, probably to the closing years of the nineteenth century, and it was
well before 1914 that one of the Society’s senior members conceived the idea of a
trophy for the Champion Bull of Rhodesia. A committee was formed, donations
sought and eventually a firm in Birmingham (UK) commissioned to execute the
manufacture of what became known as the Thousand Guineas Trophy. The award
was maghnificent; containing 175 ounces of 18-carat Rhodesian gold and depicting a
bull restrained by the goddess of agriculture (Ceres) standing amid agricultural
emblems and products. These figures were set upon miniature granite boulders
above four plaques of Rhodesian scenes, one of whichbore the coat of arms of the

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the Bulawayo Agricultural Society.

On the night of 18 February 1998, this superb piece of craftsmanship was stolen
from the Bulawayo National Museum. The theft was probably enabled by the culprits
hiding in the museum after visiting hours and then esca ping with the trophy from the
first floor balcony. Guards patrolling both inside the building and in the grounds, saw
and heard nothing. Despite the arrest of six individuals, and their detention without
bail for eight months, the case was withdrawn pending further investigations.

A strange and very inconclusive ending. Perhaps readerscan throw some light on
further developments or other involvements.

To return to Salisbury. For this research, | am indebted to Alan Toms who
provided me with a first copy of the Rhodesia Defence Force Journal dated November
1914. The editor was Gerald Grove, who was later knighted (though not for his
services to literature!) and who pays fulsome tributes t o the work of Wilfrid Bussey,
founder and publisher of the Police Review, in 1914 and for the duration of the war,
incorporated in the Journal. It is an intriguing public ation and | suspect that many of
the unattributed articles — Belgium, Notes on the Need for Gold in War, even some
execrable poetry — are the brainchild of Grove. However, there is a hint of the
Outposts to come in the BSAP Notes from Inyanga, Sinoa, Hartley, Shamva and
Gatooma. These notes are very much on the same lines, aswe knew the Outpost in
later years. People were transferred, others arrived, Bussey moved from Gatooma to
join the Rhodesia contingent assembling north of the Depot, for active service.
Perhaps the odd man out in these Station Notes is the comment, from the Hartley
scribe, that a dance in aid of the War Fund, and held at Flanders Hotel received only
a poor attendance.

| detected a rather surprising suggestion that those Vo lunteers gathering, and
being trained to take part in operations, needed to imp rove both their physical and
mental preparedness for what lay ahead. Perhaps though, that was because events
in the capital were still reminiscent of peacetime; the Mashonaland Turf Club Spring
Meeting, a recital of Sacred Music in the cathedral, a Floral Fete, an open-air concert
in the Drill Hall grounds being among the many social occasions. To be fair and
balanced we are told that the Rhodesia Contingent was encamped in the Police
Reserve, some interesting war pictures had been shown atthe Palace Theatre and
that a batch of prisoners of war have been sent, under police escort, by train to
Pretoria. So the mixture was rather one of good luck to t hose who had to serve The
Cause, but back home it was business as usual.

In more general terms, | find that at the beginning of 1 914, Duly’s were
advertising Ford five-seater cars for £200. At about the same time Haddon and Sly
(we make a special study of corsetry) was attracting th e ladies with slight to average
figures, as well as those who were admittedly, or shoul d that be undeniably, stout.
Other advertisements make for interesting reading, especially for those of us who
served after 1945. Haddon and Sly trade in police blazers, cricket boots and panama
hats. The Grand Hotel in Bulawayo proclaims itself as The Leading Hotel in Rhodesia.
Puzey and Payne are still peddling their wares. The Empre Hotel in Salisbury offers

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comfort, cuisine, and moderate charges and two tearooms are available in First
Street, Salisbury — the Anglo Austrian and the Grand. How many, | wonder,
remember the tearoom in Salisbury that became Woolworths?

The events of the four years that followed the assassination in Sarajevo have been
clearly and admirably chronicled in our own set of books, notably volumes 7, 11 and
16. As a result it makes it a waste of time to recount Rhodesia’s, and especially the
BSAP’s, ventures and adventures in East Africa and elswhere. Similarly, without
access to the newspapers of the day or to those who experienced those terrible years,
the task of writing about 1914 becomes a rather slippery slope to negotiate.

To end this reminiscing, let us try to imagine what Sali sbury may have looked like
when war broke out. Virtually all the buildings would have been of two storeys, the
roads would have been hardened tracks, cars few and far between and pavements
non-existent. The suburbs of Avondale, Borrowdale, Hatfield, even the Police Depot
and Greenwood could only be reached by walking through fields. The Race Course
bordered on Rotten Row, and the Location, which had sprung up south of the Kopje,
consisted of iron, rounded Kaytor huts with thatched ro ofs, each numbered and
aligned in rows. The commercial centre was established in Manica Road between the
Broadway Stream (later Kingsway) and Second Street.

The town’s first regular supply of water came about in 19 13, from Cleveland Dam,
and the last oil street lamps were replaced by electricity the following year.

The building of Meikles Hotel dates from 1914. When it opened in 1916, the
building boasted 160 bedrooms and 47 bathrooms. It cost £10,000. Being closer to
the Police Depot than the Commercial Hotel, later re-named the Grand, it became a
favourite hunting ground for youthful policemen with cra vings for alcohol and young
ladies.

What sort of town was Salisbury? Traditionally a town becomes a city when it has
a diocesan cathedral, and Salisbury became a city immedately its cathedral was
started in 1914. The foundation stone was laid on St George’s Day, 1913 and the
building completed the following year. Not until 1964 was the building, some of us
remember, ready for a service of thanksgiving.

Without access to the newspapers of the day, the construction of events and its
economy and of the feelings of the colonists becomes something of a hit and miss
task. | hope that this article will evoke memories, eve n responses by letter or e-mail.

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Sailing on Lake Kariba

In the mid fifties | had two temporary postings to Karib a when the dam was being
built, and in 1966 | was posted there as Member i/c. | then saw the lake for the first
time. It was far, far bigger than | imagined, in fact 17 4 miles long and 20 miles wide.
| love sailing and | vowed that | would, one day, b uild a yacht and sail the full length
of the lake with my family. In 1977 |

retired and did just that. | was living

and working in Bulawayo.

The yacht | built was a trailer/
sailer. It was based on a Matilda
design but modified to suit Kariba
conditions. Essentially | dispensed
with two quarter berths that ran
under the cockpit seats, shortened
the cabin by two feet and extend
the cockpit so that the cockpit seats
could be made into bunks. This gave
us four berths, two in the fore cabin
and two in the cockpit with enough
space in between for a galley and
loo. The conversion worked
exceptionally well and four of us were very comfortable. | also dispensed with the
bowsprit and raked the bow forward to give it more buoyan cy in the front, essential
for the Kariba swell, and made it look much more streamline d. She was 20 ft long
with an 8 ft beam and we named her Scorpio.

Every year we drove to Kariba for a two week sailing holiday, that is Moira, my
wife, our son, Michael and youngest daughter Nicola. (Our eldest daughter, Susan,
was at varsity in SA). We normally went in April/May wh en the rains had stopped, it
was not too hot or too cold and the winds were fair. W e went with two other families
with small cruisers not only for the company but also so that we could help each
other if we got into trouble. There were no rescue facili ties, especially for the upper
part of the lake. We left Bulawayo early in the morning and travelled in convoy to
Msuna on the Zambezi at the very top of the lake. There is a fishing camp with a
slipway. We usually arrived mid-afternoon, rigged the bo ats and ran them into the
water. It was too late to start so we slept the night on board moored to the bank.
The following morning we breakfasted and when everybody was ready started on
our journey.

The first part was 20 miles down Devils Gorge. The gorge is too narrow for sailing
so we went under motor. Scorpio had an inboard Stewart Turn er motor and the noise
from the exhaust bounced back off the sides of the go rge which became very
tiresome after a while. The 20 miles normally took us about five hours. We emerged
from the gorge opposite Mlibizi and hoisted sail for th e first time. The silence after
the noise of the engines was heavenly.

Milibizi is a fishing resort with chalets and a hotel. It is well known for its croc.
population. This part of the lake is a lagoon, 12 mile s long by 3 miles wide half of
which belongs to Zambia. The prevailing wind came straight down onto our nose so
it was beating into the wind all the way. We could only do short tacks as there were
trees along the shoreline. Eventually we made it to th e top, did a sharp left hand turn
(port) through a narrow gap into the lake proper. Here we met the swell. The Kariba
swell can vary from about one foot to seven feet in a wind. It is fine so long as you
understand it. It can be very short, that is the dista nce from crest to crest is only
about 16 feet. | have seen motor boats sunk because the cox underestimated the
swell and slowed up too fast letting the following wave break over the stern,
swamping the boat. Luckily we had no such problem in a yacht. Our main concern
was cutting through the swell and our re-shaped bows d id it perfectly, throwing the
water out to the sides.

It took us five days sailing down the lake towards K ariba, that is sailing during the
day and mooring up at night. We spent the nights at B inga back harbour, Mawende
River, Honeymoon Bay, Fothergill Island and finally Kariba. It was beating almost all
the way but we found a wind change as we passed Bumi and were able to put up
our spinnaker. In the Sengwe Basin the wind can sometimes be very strong creating
large waves. This is caused by the wind being forced through the Narrows where the
lake is only three miles wide and then opens into the basin where it is 20 miles wide.
We were beating into these waves in a force six but | found taking in one reef on the
main’sl, reducing its size by about 10% made beating much easier and less strain on
the rudder. This is where the re-shaped bows really came into their own, throwing
the water out to the sides with the odd wave breaking over the top and being
deflected by the baffles on the cabin roof. This was real sailing.

For our night stops we had a routine. We would tie to trees about 50 yards from
the shore to avoid the midges. To start with all three b oats would tie together and
we would break out a sundowner, or two, or three. My tip ple was always brandy and
Kariba, Kariba being scooped out of the lake. Then at supper time the three wives
would club together and in the three galleys knock up our dinner. These were
wonderful get-togethers when we would discuss the day’s sailing. We would then
split up for the night, tying to our own trees and in  the morning, after breakfast, set
off again. One of the beautiful aspects of Kariba is that it is very sparsely populated.
Indeed apart from Mlibizi, Binga and Bumi, there are only a few Batonka fishing
villages and you sometimes see a few fishermen. Otherwise there is nothing except
big game and there is plenty of that all the way. From the Narrows, past Bumi to the
Matusadona and Fothergill Island you are virtually in a game reserve. We found we
could sail quite close to it at times but as soon as the wind ruffled the sails, it ran
away. The best time was waking up in the morning to the call of the fish eagle. Such
a plaintiff call, and so African.

Let me tell you something for free. When it came to bein g a world leader in the
yugely important stuff, it wasn't just having the bes t tobacco and meat that set us
apart. Over and above the world's largest deposits of coal, copper, chrome, Matopos
cheese, your orange mivi and being number one in Bengal Juice, not to mention our
ability at sanctions-busting. There is another Rhadeezun institution that still fails to
get the recognition it so well deserves, and | don't mean the tinned sausages from
Colcom, because, let's face it, that kak had enough nitrate in it to make a topnotch
landmine. No man. Catch a wake up or you'll kitchaklap one time, ekse.

I'm obviously talking about the velskoen. Let's also make one thing very clear
right from the start. It is velskoen, hey, not veldskoe n. The whole teapot-shaped
spot we lived in was veld, except for the Barbour's te aroom kuchala lapaside Bamba
bloody Zonke and us Rhadeezjuns do not like stating the obvious. We left that to the
Poms who called their version the veldskoen, pronounced felt-skoo-when. Our
velskoen is so named because it is made from leather, which is vel in Afriks and, as
any good Rhadeezja will tell you, it is pronounced vellie to rhyme with smelly, which
it usually was.

Rhadeezja offered okes a wide range of recreational footwear; your basic Bata
takkie with white toecap, which was for chops. Next was the black hockey boot, as
favoured by hockey poofs and various members of the armed forces, mostly the
ones who could kill you just by looking at you. There was the Super-Pro, worn
largely by Rhadeezja's Greek community and anyone elsewho played basketball.
But above all came the vellie.

When | was a when-we, every oke | knew had a pai r. Vellies came in one colour -
beige - had two lace holes each side, with colour-co-ordinated laces and a long
tongue that always fucked off sideways no matter what you did. Grown-ups would
rock the vellie with the long sock that matched the i ncumbent safari suit and possibly
a comb or pipe in said sock to look extra suave, which we pronounced swave. Main
okes would wear the vellie with no socks whatsoever. Because if you went bundu-
bashing in your vellies with socks on, you soon discovered that Rhadeezja had more
blackjacks than all the coal, copper, chrome and other put together. Once a sock,
even a world famous in Rhadeezja rugby tiger’s sock, has been attacked by
blackjacks it is fucked for keeps, strue's bob. This is true even if all the bundu-
bashing you ever did was in the vlei, there by Kohll's spot in McMeekan Road, Milton
Park. Also, the main okes who never washed or shaved ard were, in true Rhadeezjan
fashion, the best soldiers the world had ever seen, never ever wore socks, and we
liked to copy them. They took their vellies seriously, hey, those mabroeke. A number
one shamwari of mine needed to be casevacced in the hondo, and his only worry
was that they'd leave his vellies behind in the rush to get him medical attention.

Breaking in a pair of vellies was maningi indaba. You always got a blister on your
heel, always. | don't care who you are. A blister that popped and rotted and seeped
and oozed. But you just had to when-we your way throu gh it with a dab of red muti

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to help, until you could pick off the piece of hard skin and chew on it thoughtfully.
Eventually your feet got used to the vellies, never t he other way round.

‘Why are you limping Steven?’ ‘Gorrablisterma.’ ‘A what Steven?’ ‘A blister ma.’
‘What from Steven?’ ‘What's what from ma?’ ‘The bloody blister Steven, that's what.’
‘How did you get a blister?’ ‘Oh that ma, sorry hey. My new vellies ma, it's eina hey?’
‘Have you thought of wearing socks my boy?’ ‘Socks ma?With vellies? No ways man.
Who wears socks with vellies?’ ‘Normal people Steven.”Not in Rhadeezja ma,
nowaysl'mtellingyou.’

With time, the inside of your vellies would turn a dark shiny smooth brown,
varnished by sweat, blisters and in the worst cases infection, and then they were at
their very best. Fitted like gloves, even if they did klunk a bit. ‘Are those your feet
Steven?’ June would ask suspiciously, sniffing theair cautiously. ‘Ja of course ma,
how would | get someone else's feet?’ ‘I mean that st ench my boy. Is that your feet
| can smell?’ ‘No ma, it's not my feet, it's my vellies.” ‘Well put them outside then.’
‘What ma? My feet?’ ‘Not your feet man, your vellies.” ‘Oh. They are outside ma.
Sorry ma.’ ‘Didn't | tell you to wear socks?’ ‘Ja ma, you did, but no-one wears vellies
with socks. | alredditoljoo.’

Those broken in soft-as-slippers vellies were stupendous man. Horse-riding there
by Waterfields, riding your bike, wearing into town to the flicks, trout fishing in
Inyanga, any occasion up to and including semi-formal. The best footwear ever.

Not a good thing as the staff could no t cope, and some people waited
for ages to get through Immigration etc. There was no wate r in the washrooms and
the lighting was on half power.

No street
lighting was evident and almost every other lamp standard was either bent over or
lying on the ground, presumably from accidents.

Names that struck home with sadness were: Tony Machan who was in Depot w ith me
although a couple of squads behind and a good man, Bill Ellway wh om | first met
when | was stationed at Inyanga in 1960 and he was i/c Camp in Umtal i, Paddy
Blanchfield, Peter Langham (Depot would have been a different place wit hout him
and Smudge livening up our lives!), Keith Nortje (from my brief Salisb ury days
between various district postings) and of course Rob Skae, also fr om Depot days but
coincidentally ending up in Grahamstown at Rhodes University on ly a short distance
from where | am in Bathurst. (No Thirst Like Bathurst!)

But the man who struck the deepest chord in both Brenda and me was the sad loss
of Eric Collier — a gentleman of note! While in Depot when others had the d istinction
of going up to Nyasaland for their jollies, 9 squad 1958 drew the sho rt straw and
were trundled off to Goromonzi area and then up to Sipolilo where we wav ed the
flag and showed off to the local populace with our expertise in riot d rill and teargas
demonstrations. Eric, who at that time was an Inspector, was in ¢ harge of our

motley crew with overall command, if | remember correctly, in the hand s of Chalkie
White. This was the start of a longstanding respect and relationshi p with Eric who

was always keenly conscious of the welfare of those in his command — a true officer.
When | was later transferred to Inyanga in what was then Umtali Dist rict, Eric
followed as OC Umtali District. When Nationalist unrest was stir ring in the Inyanga
district a mobile column commanded by Eric was dispatched from U mtali, once again
to wave the flag. | was seconded to the column as the local attache. Aga in | had his
backing and support in my suggestions and local information t hat sometimes did not
conform to the ideas of a couple of the NCOs present. Some time later, when | was at
Odzi and had just passed my promotion exam to Sergeant | was involv edina
motorbike accident while on an investigation in the TTL. | woke up a cou ple of days
later in Umtali Hospital and had regular visits from Eric, the bo ss himself. As a result
of the accident | missed my scheduled promotion interview before the boa rd. | was
still in hospital when the promotions board convened a special int erview for me in
Salisbury and Eric arranged a staff car from Umtali to go throu gh to Salisbury in
plaster and on crutches - have you ever tried saluting when you’re supp orted by a
pair of crutches? To my knowledge, never before in the history of the corp shasa
lowly Constable sat in the back seat of the OC’s chauffeured car with both the OC and
the Constable diligently applying spit and polish to the Constab le’s leather-work to
bring it up to the standard expected by the board, the A/Sergeant driver casting
amazed glances in the rearview mirror and clearly thinking that | mu st be the most

important Constable he'd ever seen !
When we ended up in the UK we kept in touch with Eric either through the

Association or his horse rescue organisation in Essex but, sadly , once we moved out to
South Africa, contact became sporadic. A sad loss. He will be miss ed.
